Historically, Chinese labors worked the Ship Harbor Cannery.  What was called the  Mongolian law , forbade the workers to visit Anacortes on their time off.  It is said the towns people, who probably included white women by now, where afraid of the opium consumption.  Whether they had a basis for this fear is not recorded.
